Pastor’s Corner

Dear brothers and sisters of Our Lady of Lourdes Parish,

As you know, last week (July 11-18) I was away on a “vacation,” assisting
my sister Mary move into a new apartment on the northwest side of Indianapolis. She
being my “host,” I chose to concelebrate Mass at SS. Peter and Paul Cathedral, of which
she is an active member and I a former rector/pastor.

The readings for the 16™ Sunday were centered upon “hospitality” —
Abraham’s care for three visitors (God and two angels), and Jesus’ experience of being
cared for in the home of Martha and Mary. (The parable of the Good Samaritan, a true
“neighbor,” was the week before on the 15" Sunday.)

These biblical examples of “giving” and “receiving” hospitality set me to
thinking. Thinking lead me to do some research. Here are the results.

Hospitality, hospital, hospice and host all share some common roots. The
Latin “hospes” means guest or stranger. Another noun derived from “/ospes” is
“hospitum”. It came to signify hospitality, that is, the relation between guest and host.

Another derivation lead to the association of “place” to the act of hospitality —
guest-chamber, guesthouse, inn. Hostel and hotel are from Latin by way of Old French,
more names for a place of hospitality. (Matthew Fallon at this time in France is
enjoying “hostels” along the “via Compostela”).

The greater depth of these words is found in Ancient Near Eastern
practices, demonstrated by Abraham in Genesis 18. Googling lead me to an article
entitled “Entertaining Angels: Hospitality in Luke and Acts”, by Andrew Arterbury.
What follows is a quote from that article.

“In essence, the custom of hospitality in antiquity grew out of a desire to
neutralize potential threats—both threats to strangers and threats to one’s community.
Not only were generous hosts protecting strangers from thieves along the road and from
townspeople inclined toward mob violence, they were seeking to protect their household
and community from the wrath of the stranger. In the event that a traveler had either
military resources or “magical” powers, it was thought that a host’s abundant generosity
might neutralize the potential threat while cultivating the stranger’s favor (see, for
example, the story of Joshua’s “spies” being hosted by Rahab in Joshua 2:1-21 and
6:22-25). As a result, the leading citizens of a community often bore the primary
responsibility for hosting strangers.

“Ancient hosts also were obligated to meet their guests’ needs by supplying
them with necessary provisions. Upon their guests’ arrival, meritorious hosts fed
strangers an initial meal and at times provided them with lodging without asking their
guests questions about their identity or place of origin. In addition, hosts would often
provide them with water for cleaning their feet and with new clothes if they needed
them. Then, after the guests had finished the meal, the hosts finally were free to inquire
about their guests’ identity, home region, and travels.

“If they both agreed, a host and guest might exchange valuable gifts that
symbolized the formation of a long-term, reciprocal guest-friendship or alliance
between the two of them and their families (see, for example, lliad 6.215-231). In this
way, both people took on the permanent responsibilities of a host and a guest. Each one
vowed to provide protection and provisions for their counterpart whenever the other was
traveling in one’s region. Indeed, during the time periods when Abraham was alive and
the Odyssey was first written, “guest-friends” generally showed more loyalty to their
counterpart than to the people of their own region. Finally, the host would “send the
guest off” with enough provisions for at least a day’s journey and often would provide a
guide to accompany the guest until he or she had traveled safely out of the region.”

Both ancient Jews and Christians, as we see from the readings noted earlier,
were aware of these customs. Based in their covenant with God (Abrahamic, Mosaic,
and Christocentric) they were motivated out of the desire to please God by showing
love toward a stranger and a fellow covenant member.

We interact electronically a great deal with strangers, acquaintances, friends
and family. I wonder: are we as hospitable as our ancient ancestors show us? As we
“feed” others our words, do we consider the ramifications they saw in living together?
Do we demonstrate these common “rules” of hospitality?
