Continuing our reading theme, we have been fortunate to host a
few reading-related, fun activities this week.

Thanks to Dagmara and Albert Radomski, our Scholastic Book
Fair hosted many shoppers looking for new reading material. On
Tuesday, thanks to the efforts of Mrs. Bernauer, we hosted author
Jonathan Miller. He has written the Sammy the Wonderdog series
of books for elementary-aged children. Sammy scours the internet
as a fact-checker. Mr. Miller shared with the students how he
takes an idea from its beginning, through the creative process,
until it is crafted into a published work. On Wednesday, students
had an out-of-uniform day when they could come to school
dressed as their favorite book character.

News media and lawmakers might fuel the perception that there is
currently a renewed focus in schools on literacy education.
However, the reality is that the teaching of reading has always
been valued as foundational to a person’s education and life de-
velopment. After all, some of the most widely known facts about
Hoosier son, President Abraham Lincoln, are that he taught
himself to read using the Bible; he educated himself using any
books he could find; and without much formal education, because
of his reading, became one of the most revered thinkers and
writers in American History. At Our Lady of Lourdes School, our
students have always been taught — and will continue to be — to
make the most of their reading instruction and practice.
