Dear brothers and sisters of Our Lady of Lourdes Parish,

The Easter Season is inextricably caught up in the
Eucharist. The very Paschal Mystery of Christ rests before us each
time we gather for Eucharist, each time Eucharist is given to the
sick or dying, each time Eucharist is honored in tabernacle or
adored in monstrance.

The essential reality of Eucharist resides in the communal
action lead by the priest ‘in the person of Christ who is the head’.
Yet, within that action is the work of the Trinity.

Saint Catherine of Siena aptly describes this larger reality
in the following poetic reflection.

By this light I shall come to know

that you, eternal Trinity,

are table

and food

and waiter for us.

You, eternal Father,

are the table

that offers us as food

the Lamb, your only-begotten Son.

He is the most exquisite of foods for us,
both in his teaching,

which nourishes us in your will,

and in the sacrament

that we receive in holy communion,
which feeds and strengthens us

while we are pilgrim travelers in this life.
And the Holy Spirit

1s indeed a waiter for us,

for he serves us this teaching

by enlightening our minds’ eye with it
and inspiring us to follow it.

And he serves us charity for our neighbors
and hunger to have as our food

souls

and the salvation of the whole world
for the Father’s honor.

Thus, even as we act, the Trinity is at work with and for
us. May the gift of Eucharist be for us true food for life’s journey.
