Dear brothers and sisters of Our Lady of Lourdes Parish, 
  
              One never knows what the next minute -- let alone the next forty years -- will 
bring. Anyone who has made a life commitment to a spouse can attest that the “I do” of 
marriage is a commencing, literally hand in hand, to what is next.   

Such is true of a priestly ordination, where the “I do, with the help of God” 
commences the journey, hand in hand, with God and God’s people. 

All that led me to that moment in 1983 was a blessing, albeit hidden at times 
amidst anxiety, uncertainty, a “no” here or there. But all was blessing.

he begins to speak to you the word of God. 
this word is not his own. no,  
he comes to you because God has told him 
to proclaim God’s word. 
 

perhaps he has not entirely understood it himself.  
perhaps he adulterates it. 
but he believes, and despite his fears 
he knows that he must communicate God’s word to you. 
 

for must not some one of us say something about God, 
about eternal life, about the majesty of grace  
in our sanctified being; 
must not some one of us speak of sin,  
the judgment and mercy of God? 
 

so my dear friends, pray for him,  
carry him so that he might be able 
to sustain others by bringing to them  
the mystery of God’s love 
revealed in Christ Jesus.
